As the Committee understands that students may not always be able to afford the full subscription fee to audition a reduced fee has been introduced.  Students in full time education will be eligible to pay £10 to audition for the show and this will be deducted from their membership fee of £20 after auditions take place.  Other auditionees will still be required to join the Society prior to auditioning.
